	Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 - Street Trading

The Chief Executive submitted a report, a copy of which had been circulated to each Member and a copy of which appears as Appendix 'C' to these Minutes in the Minute Book.
Members were requested to consider the report and agree the listed recommendations.
Members debated the recommendations and felt that any changes to the Conditions of Consents should be made in conjunction with the Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Committee, and then reported to the Committee.
A discussion followed concerning the designation of the A31 and A388, and the recommendations in that respect. It was decided that any action on that issue be deferred to the next meeting of the Licensing Committee following consultation with the Police and Highway Authority.

c) the policies and conditions contained within the report be adopted as part of the Consent Scheme; and

d) the levy, review and waiving of fees be delegated to the Head of Public Health Services; and

e) the amendment and addition of conditions be delegated to the Head of Public Heath Services in conjunction with the Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Licensing Committee; and
f) Any amendments and addition of conditions made to the scheme be retrospectively reported to the Licensing Committee;

g) subject to the formal consultation process, the Licensing Committee, at its next meeting, considers resolving to bring into effect the 'designation' of the streets as from 1st April 2008.
