	Licensing Act 2003 - Monitoring Report 2006/08

	Review of the Taxi Policy

The Chief Executive submitted a report, a copy of which had been circulated to each Member and a copy of which appears as Appendix 'B' to these Minutes in the Minute Book.
The Licensing Manager presented the report and requested that Members agree the changes from the review of the Taxi Policy. An additional consultation response with comments received from Mr G. Pender, a Hackney Carriage Licence Holder were circulated to the Committee for information, a copy of which appears as Appendix ‘C’ to these Minutes in the Minute Book. 
Extensive discussion followed and Members requested the following amendments to Appendix ‘2’ - Council Policies and Conditions with proposed changes to the Hackney Carriage and Private Hire Licences:

· The Council Policy and Conditions within Appendix ’2’ of the report be renumbered starting from Part 1, bullet point 4.3 to 4.15; Part 1, bullet point 6.6 to 6.48; Part 2, bullet point 3.14 to 3.25; Part 2, bullet point 4.16 to 4.20; and finally Part 2 bullet point 5.15 to 5.18; in order to follow a chronological format;
· With the new numbering in place, Part 1, bullet point 6.43 (formally 6.35) be re-worded to read ‘The test will be in English.  If the applicant has reading difficulties, the test may be read out in English’ and Part 1, bullet point 7.2 to have the word ‘Licence’ inserted where it had been omitted.
· Three Members to include the Chairman, Vice Chair and County Councillor, Mrs Marilyn Osner be assigned to the Taxi Rank Working Party rather than the previously recommended two Members.
RESOLVED that:

a) the changes to the policy, shown in bold, within Appendix '2' and those requested by Members during the discussion as listed above be approved and adopted with immediate effect; 
b) the Officers introduce the proposed KART Certificate as from 1st January 2009; and

c) three Members of the Licensing Committee be nominated to attend a Taxi Rank Working Party and report back its findings to the Licensing Committee at a future meeting.

	Re-designation of the A31 and A338 as streets requiring 'consent' to trade

The Chief Executive submitted a report, a copy of which had been circulated to each Member and a copy of which appears as Appendix 'D' to these Minutes in the Minute Book.
The Head of Public Health Services presented the report and asked Members to formally agree a resolution to adopt the A31 and A338 as 'consent' streets for purposes of street trading.
RESOLVED that as from 1st September 2008, the streets known as the A31 and A338 within the East Dorset District; including all carriageways, footways, lay-bys, verges and other open areas adjacent to and within a distance of 25 metres, will be re-designated from 'prohibited' streets to streets requiring 'consent' to trade for the purposes of Paragraph 2 of Schedule 4 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982.

	Tice and Son Spar - Application for a Review of the Premises Licence issued under Licensing Act 2003

The Chief Executive submitted a report, a copy of which had been circulated to each Member and a copy of which appears as Appendix 'E' to these Minutes in the Minute Book.
Members were requested to consider the application and reach a decision, with reasons, based on all the relevant evidence put before the Committee.
The Licensing Manager presented the report and informed Members that on this occasion the review of the Licence had been brought to this Committee and not the Sub-Committee due to no adverse comments or representations having been received.
The Committee considered all the evidence provided within the report, including the applicant’s proposed measures to address the Licensing Objectives, as well as taking into account representations from Dorset Police and the Trading Standards Service.
RESOLVED that the conditions attached to Premises Licence PL0094 in respect of the Spar, Tice and Son, Wimborne be modified to include the following: 
a) The premises licence holder shall ensure that all staff selling alcohol have been suitably trained in the terms of the Licensing Act 2003;

b) Staff shall receive annual ‘refresher training’ with respect to the Licensing Act 2003;

c) Training shall include the requirements of the ‘Challenge 21’ scheme;

d) Records of such training shall be maintained, and kept for 12 months;

e) A record of all persons refused the sale of alcohol shall be kept in a register detailing date, time, a brief description of the person being refused, member of staff refusing the sale, and the product attempted to be purchased;

f) These records shall be checked by the Designated Premises Supervisor monthly.

The reason for the decision was as follows:
All parties agreed that the imposition of the extra conditions would address the Licensing Objectives.
