	Progress Report on Implementing Audit Recommendations

The Chief Executive submitted a report, a copy of which had been circulated to each Member and a copy of which appears as Appendix 'B' to these Minutes in the Minute Book.
The Committee were advised on the progress made by Service Managers to implement recommendations that had been agreed with both the internal and external auditors.

Members were updated by a written response from the Head of Public Health on two outstanding actions that followed the Audit report on Licensing of October 2007.  The company that supplied the LalPac licensing system had assured the Head of Public Health that the system would be cleansed of scanned CRB documentation by the end of week commencing 7th July, 2008.  The second outstanding issue related to Police Objection Notice checks that appeared against the wrong Premises Licences. This problem arose after a system update which affected all LalPac systems in local authorities and a job request had been logged with the LalPac suppliers.  The issue related to corruption of the SQL data tables and LalPac had yet to find a satisfactory solution.
Members expressed serious concern that LalPac had been unable to find a solution to the corrupted SQL data tables.
RESOLVED that;
a) the Committee note the content of the report and agree any variations to previously agreed action dates where necessary; and that
b) the Committee be further updated at the August meeting on progress from LalPac to resolve the SQL data table corruption with an indication of any compensatory or punitive measures that are available to the Council against suppliers.
