Mr Brian Guilmont a local resident from Colehill addressed the Council regarding the minerals extraction proposals for the Colehill area.  
Mr Guilmont informed Members that although not yet a planning consideration that consultation regarding this matter was currently being carried out, and that residents had expressed the following views in respect of mineral extraction in the canon hill area:
· Site is close to housing, approximately 100 houses border the Cannon Hill area.
· Loss of public amenity, it is estimated that 100,000 visits are made per year through the gate at the Cannon Hill entrance to the plantation.
· Access to the forest is sited by many residents as the reason for them living in that locality and for the purchase of their properties. 

Further to this Mr Guilmont informed Members that residents were being urged to respond to the consultation in the manner which shows their willingness to object to any future planning application.  

In response to the deputation made by Mr Guilmont Councillor Flower informed that a report on minerals extraction was being presented to the Policy and Resources Committee on the 26th November, 2008, and having reviewed the papers informed that the report echoes the concerns which the residents have expressed.
